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Q: We are focused on evaluating the performance of overlaying objects that move, similar to the GPS sample for Desktop and Web editions.  The Silverlight Beta currently uses ~50% overlaying just a few point shapes that each update about once a second.  In production we will need to update hundreds of overlay markers per second.  Is this product going to be able to support this use case?

I think this would depend on what Overlay you decided to add your points to. I believe we have Overlays specifically designed for points that should allow you to only update the points, instead of the underlying data. I also believe this is an issue with the DeepZoom control that should be resolved with the introduction of our own control.

Q: Customers have their own GIS department with ESRI products and datasets. Can Map Suite be used as a front-end to these backend servers and data? What's the advantage over using equivalent ESRI product?
At this time we are working on an extension that should allow for access to data in ESRI databases. This is still in development, but we will be sure to update our forums and website with any new information.

Q: Is there an easy way to convert your ASP.NET code directly to Silverlight?
There is not a direct port from Web to Silverlight, but the rendering logic is identical.

Q: Is this Webinar available for download?
The webinar will be available for download from our website within the next day.

Q: When will the Silverlight Edition become commercially available?
At this time the Silverlight Edition is still in beta form, but is commercially available for download from our site.
Q: Is there a limit on how many spatial objects a layer can handle?

There is not really a reasonable limit.  With more objects on the map at a specific zoom level you will see your performance decrease, but with proper ZoomLevel() setup the map should maintain a high performance level.

Q: When is the next Silverlight beta scheduled for release?
Beta 2 should be available by the end of May or early June.

Q: In a Silverlight App, Where are the maps located?  If I have a 30 MB map, where will be stored?
There are two choices. You can store your data on the web server or in the Isolated Storage System. You may not want to transfer 30 MB of data to the client, so in this case it may be wise to store that data on the server.

Q: Can I use Map Suite Web Control to represent layers from Oracle Spatial or PostGIS using a simple Spatial Query?

Yes, with the Web, Desktop, or Services Edition.

Q: Other than shape files, what formats do you plan to support?

With our in-development extension we plan to support many other formats. Currently we support SQL 2008, PostGIS, Post GRE, and shape file format. New formats would include TAB, ESRI ARCSDE geodatabases. We also have the ability to create a custom feature source if needed.

Q: How can I use my GPS local data for health facilities with this software?

You could create points from your GPS data and use our rendering logic to display the on a map using different renderers and symbols.

Q: I assume there is no runtime licensing?
Correct. You only need to purchase development licenses.
